This contest is open to California residents in grades K-12. Immediate family members of Coastal Commission staff
are not eligible. Entries should be individual work, not group projects.

There are five grade categories for awards in both art and poetry: K-1, 2-3, 4-6, 7-9, and 10-12. Entries must have
a California coastal or ocean theme (for example, no tropical or arctic settings or species). Art does not need to
depict specific places or species, but if it does, they must be California places and species. Meaning, sometimes a fish
is just a "fish," but if it's a recognizable type of fish, make sure it's one that lives here! (Learn about California native
species.) And while you can submit a poem about "the beach," please don't submit one about Waikiki Beach, for
example.

Each spring, the Congressional Institute sponsors a nationwide high school visual art competition to recognize and
encourage artistic talent in the nation and in each congressional district.

Students submit entries to their
representative’s office, and panels of district artists select the winning entries. Winners are recognized both in their
district and at an annual awards ceremony in Washington, DC. The winning works are displayed for one year at the
U.S. Capitol.
